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Whatever happens in 
Amer ica  and Europe 
becomes our ideal and is 
c o n s i d e r e d  f i t  f o r  
implementation. In most of 
the cases, we follow those 
policies which are anti-
people. Despite the fact 
that all these countries are 
capitalist, most of their 
policies , in many cases, are 
better than the  so-called 
policies of social justice and 
welfare of our Government.  
During this year, 4-year 
undergraduate programme 
was introduced in Delhi 
University on the American 
pattern.   The fundamental  
Right to Education (RTE) 
was introduced in April 
2010 with the c lear 
objective that it will lead to 
e d u c a t i o n  f o r  a l l .  
Government schools are 
being privatized rapidly on 
the  PPP pattern.  Instead 
of improving the quality of 
education in Government 
schools, these are being 
handed over to the private 
sector.  It is essential to 
evaluate the outcome of 
these policies in the present 
and in the long run.

Ever since education at 
the primary level and then 
up to class VIII level has 
been made compulsory, 
t h e r e  h a s  b e e n  a  
tremendous increase in 
privatization of education. 
It is no exaggeration to say 
that RTE has proved a 
significant catalyst for 
privatization of education.  
In a historical judgement on 
12.4.2012, the Supreme 
Court said that 25% of the 
seats in private schools will 
have to be reserved for 
students belonging to 
weaker sections.  It may be 
mentioned here that the 
expenditure pertaining to 
the fees of these students 
will have to be borne by the 
Government. Those private 
schools which are already 

minting huge money will 
not be affected much by 
this judgement. On the 
other hand, with a view to 
avail the benefit of the fees 
for 25% of seats to be 
reserved for  weaker  
sections, schools with low 
quality of education and 
poor infrastructure are 
mush-rooming on a large 
scale. When no country in 
the world has achieved the 
goal of universal education 
by seeking the cooperation 
of the private sector, it is not 
understood as to how we 
can make it possible to 
happen in our country.  
After the introduction of the 
law relating to Right to 
Education, the Government 
seems to have nearly 
ignored its duty to improve 
the quality of education in 
government schools.  The 
biggest flaw in this law is 
that it talks of universal 
education up to class VIII 
whereas in Europe and 
America, it is up to class XII.

Germany is a capitalist 
country but no fees are 
charged from Primary to 
Ph.D. students.  People are 
surprised when anybody 
talks of private schools but 
they have never seen a 
private school.  In France 
also, education is fee.   
F i n l a n d  h a s  m a d e  
maximum progress in the 
field of education.  In a 
span of thirty years, any 
education in the private 
sector, from Primary to 
P h . D .  l e v e l ,  w a s  
nationalized. The position 
in our country is just the 
reverse where all-out 
efforts are being made to 
ensure privatization and 
commerc ia l i za t ion  o f  
education.   For the last 
twenty years, deliberate 
attempts are being made to 
downgrade the quality of 
education in Government 
schools and we can come 
across any number of 
examples to prove that the 
poor, rural people, Dalits, 
Adivasis and Backwards are 
b e i n g  d e p r i v e d  o f  

e d u c a t i o n .   D e l h i  
Government handed over 
the management of  some 
of its schools to certain 
voluntary organizations  
and the net result was that 
the standard of education 
went down and there was 
an additional financial 
burden  on the students. An 
NGO, Lok Shikshak Manch, 
has prepared an extensive 
report and proved this 
point.

The faster the pace of 
privatization of education, 
the greater will be the 
number of people being 
deprived of education.   
The Karnataka Government 
has passed orders for the 
closure of 12000 govt. 
s c h o o l s .  A f t e r  t h e  
introduction of the Right to 
Education, Govt. schools 
and other government 
institutions have closed 
more rapidly.  Earlier, the 
Karnataka Government had 
closed 3000 schools but 
now this figure has reached 
12000. The Andhra Pradesh 
Government had earlier 
closed 6000 government 
schools and now another 
1165 schools have been 
closed.  During this year, 

the Mumbai Municipal 
Corporation has converted 
1174 Municipal schools into 
PPP  pa t t e r n  and  i n  
U t t a r k h a n d ,  2 2 0 0  
government schools have 
been closed.   Industrialists 
like Azim Premji have 
decided to enter into this 
field and in this background, 
it would be nothing short of 
c o r p o r a t i s a t i o n  o f  
education.   If groups like 
Reliance and Premji acquire 
educational institutions in 
p u b l i c  a n d  p r i v a t e  
partnership, how they will 
not make  profit?  92% of 
the SC school students drop 
out by the time they reach 
class XII. Similarly, 94% ST 
students, 91% minority 
s t u d e n t s  a n d  9 0 %  
backward students drop out 
by the time they reach class 
XII. People who are ready to 
shell out more money will 
get a bigger share in the  
PPP model of educational 
institutions. It is quite 
evident that instead of 
improving the quality of 
education in PPP model of 
education institutions, they 
will do their best to work for 
the privatization of these 
institutions so that they may 

straightaway purchase 
them with a view to grab 
costly buildings and land.   
In this model, there is no 
provision for the training of 
t e a c h e r s  a n d  t h e  
managements have been 
given the option of having 
their own teachers.  Ever 
since the Right to Education 
has been introduced, 
Government has been 
spending nearly Rs. 5000 
crore annually in the form 
of fees to the private sector 
s c h o o l s .  T h e r e  a r e  
a p p r o x i m a t e l y  7 8 5  
Engineering colleges in 
Andhra Pradesh and about 
Rs. 4500 crore are spent 
every year in the form of 
fees in these Engineering, 
MBA, MCA and Medical 
Colleges. This works out to 
4% of the State budget.  
Total budget of education is 
about Rs. 10,000 crore. It is 
thus not difficult to imagine 
as to how the Government 
f u n d s  a r e  b e i n g  
s quande red .   De l h i  
University has introduced 
four-year undergraduate 
programme for the first 
time in the country.

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strong opposition from the 
Joint Action Front For 
Democratic Education, the 
introduction of the four-
yea r  unde rg radua t e  
programme could not be 
stopped. The national 
education policy was 
adopted by the Parliament 
in the year 1992 in which 
there was a provision for 
10+2+3 pattern and how 
the Vice-Chancellor of 
Delhi University  alone can 
change this pattern into 
10+2+4. In spite of strong 
p ro t e s t s ,  t h e  V i c e -
Chancellor has not been 
removed because he has a 
strong backing of the 
Ministers in the Ministry of 
H u m a n  R e s o u r c e  
Development.   We are 
already receiving signals 
that Dalits, Adivasis and 
Backwards will either drop 

out from this course or 
would leave after getting 
two-year diploma or three-
year degree  but there 
would be very few of them 
who would complete the 
four-year undergraduate 
p r o g r a m m e .  I n  t h e  
Foundation Course also, the 
Arts students will be 
compelled to study Science, 
English and Mathematics 
and in this background, the 
number of drop-outs would 
steadily increase. The 
burden of four years 
instead of three years will 
further add to financial 
burden. For students 
engaged in the study of 
r e g i o n a l  l a n g u a g e s ,  
problems wil l  further 
i n c rease .Desp i t e  the  
widespread criticism of the 
four-year course but the 
Government is not paying 

attention to this burning 
issue. Recently a seminar 
was held on FYUP at Lady 
Shri Ram College in which 
M.B.M Tsui, Chairman, 
Steering Committee, Hong 
Kong University and Jane 
Ohlmeyer, Vice Provost, 
Trinity College, Dublin said 
that the way in which the 
four-year undergraduate 
programme has been 
i n t r o du ced  i n  De l h i  
Un ive rs i ty,  i s  h igh ly  
undesirable.  It took seven 
years to introduce this 
course in Hong Kong 
University whereas in Delhi 
University this has been 
introduced in such a big 
haste as a result of which 
the three-year degree 
course has been abolished.  
In the Trinity College, 
Dublin, the four-year 
undergraduate programme 

has been introduced 
without abolishing three-
year  degree  course .  
Country’s education policy 
is going from bad to worse .   
Sufficient funds were 
allocated in the 11th and 
12th five-year plans but the 
M i n i s t r y  o f  H u m a n  
Resource Development 
could not make the proper 
use of these funds.  In the 
name of Sarva Shiksha 
Abhiyan, huge funds have 
been squandered.The 
Indian Government blindly 
follows the American and 
European policies. We 
should learn from them that 
there are a very large 
number of scholarships 
there whereas in our 
country, there are very few 
scholarships and that too at 
the Ph.D. level. When the 
poor chi ldren cannot 

complete their graduation 
course, how will they reach 
post-graduation stage. 
Now another policy has 
been announced by the 
Government that Foreign 
Education Providers will be 
allowed to open their 
campuses.  Are the foreign 
education institutions 
coming here to  do some 
charitable work or only to 
earn money? PPP, RTI, 
FYUP and other education 
policies are depriving the 
common people of the 
right to equal education 
and higher education will 
be restricted only to a few. 
Unlike America, higher 
education in our case is 
linked to dignity, high 
income , governance and 
participation and depriving 
of it  will adversely affects 
Da l i t s ,  Ad ivas is  and 
Backwards.
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Country Heading Towards Illiteracy

New Delhi, September 
18. The President of Indian 
Justice Party, Dr. Udit Raj, 
informed that the Party is 
participating in Delhi 
Assembly Elections. Delhi is 
the capital of the country 
and about half of the 
population either lives in 
Jhuggi-Jhopadi or in the 
colonies where basic 
amenities are missing. Both 
the main parties, Congress 
and BJP have been in the 
power in Assembly and 
Corporation and yet the 
condit ion of common 
people is very pathetic. In 
such circumstances, an 
alternative is needed. An 
alternative should not be 
created to f ight the 
corruption alone but it must 
speak equally about social 
justice. Those who are 
exploited on the basis of 
decent and birth, for them 
the social and economic 
discrimination is primary to 
fight. No doubt economic 
corruption is big issue but 
other problems are to be 
addressed with equal 
emphasis and these mainly 
relate to SC/ST. Electricity 
charges are exorbitant and 
common people can’t 
afford. Other essential 
commodities and facilities 

are equally unaffordable 
and that is why Delhi has 
become the place for rich 
people.  The Indian Justice 
Party will fight for inclusive 
growth and development.

Dr. Udit Raj told that the 
Scheduled Castes and 
Scheduled Tribes settled 

after 1950 face extremely 
difficult situation to get the 
caste certificate due to 
corruption and red-tapism. 
Based on various facts and 
surveys it is established that 
participation of dalits is 
dismal in trade, business 

and power gallery in Delhi 
and much worse as  
compared to other states. 
Being capital of the country, 
Delhi should have inclusive 
growth but it is far behind 
as compared to even poor 
states like Bihar, U.P. etc.  
Backward castes too have 

scant share in governance. 
Due to provision it is 
compulsion to maintain 
reservation in people 
representation but in 
administration and key 
position, officers belonging 
to these communities face 

extreme exclusion. The 
Indian Justice Party will 
raise these issues in this 
forthcoming election.

Dr. Udit Raj further 
explained that about 30% 
population of the capital is 
from Bihar and Uttar 
Pradesh and most of them 

are living in abject 
poverty. They are 
t h e  v i c t i m  o f  
regionalism. Poor 
dwe l l i n g s  we r e  
uprooted from posh 
colonies with the 
promises that they 
will be rehabilitated 
properly but that 
n e v e r  b e c a m e  
r e a l i t y .  T h e s e  
uprooted people 
h a v e  m a n a g e d  
themse lves  and 
hardly governmental 
aid has come to 
them. Poor and 
marginalized people 
are also responsible 
for their pathetic 
condition because 

they vote in lieu of liquor, 
money and other kind of 
allurements. Former Prime 
Minister, V. P. Singh, drove a 
movement for Jhuggi-
Jhopadi dwellers that they 
should be given houses with 

m i n i m u m  f a c i l i t i e s .  
Governments promised also 
but it remained a mirage. 
This will be the main 
agenda of Indian Justice 
Party in this election. 
Though the government 
has made the manual 
scavenging a punishable 
offence and passed a law – 
T h e  P r o h i b i t i o n  o f  
Employment as Manual 
Scavengers and their 
Rehabilitation Bill, 2013 but 
still there is doubt that it will 
be implemented. In 1993, 
similar kind of legislation 
was made but manual 
s caveng ing  was  no t  
stopped. The job of 
housekeeping and cleaning 
has been outsourced and it 
has further sharpened the 
exploitat ion. Contract 
system in Safai work must 
be stopped immediately. 
Thousands of posts are 
lying vacant in the state 
government but that were 
never filled up.

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Friends, 
 The All India Confederation of SC/ST Organizations was established in 1997 to ensure 5 anti-reservation orders issued by the DOPT. Our 

struggle was so vibrant that one of the rallies held on 11th December, 2000, is reckoned as the biggest rally after Independence. Another feather in 
the cap of our struggle was mobilization of lakhs of Dalits for conversion to Buddhism on November 4, 2001. When people hardly understood the 
implication of privatization, the Confederation raised the issue of private sector reservation.  In 2006, reservation was given in higher education for 
OBCs  although opposition was so huge and we immediately countered and as a result, it was successfully implemented. When Anna Hazare went on 
a fast in 2011 and the countrywide mood swung in his favour to bring about one Lok Pal Bill, even at the cost of sovereignty of the Constitution, the 
Confederation not only replied with matching demonstration but also presented their version of  Bahujan Lok Pal Bill. When the Parliament took up 
this issue for debate, reservation for SC/ST/OBC and minorities in the Lok Pal Bill was considered as envisaged in the Bahujan Lok Pal Bill. Since 1997, 
the Confederation is the only organization in the country which has struggled and brought forth positive results whereas others have engaged 
themselves mostly in raising funds, holding seminars, public meetings and conducting cadre camps which are merely a theroretical exercise.
            

Reservation in private sector is a question of life and death.  The UPA I was a little bit serious about  it but is now  dithering from its stand in 
UPA  II.  It is due to our weak support base. Our strength dwindled due to leg-pulling and selfish nature of employees.  The Lucknow High Court gave 
a judgement on 4.1.2011 withdrawing reservation in promotions. We tried to muster the support of the U.P. employees but they refused to come 
forward and as a result, demand for reservation in promotions could not be fought. In the last paragraph of the judgement, the High Court held that if 
the State Government wants to continue reservation in promotions, it can do so by complying with the conditions of the M. Nagaraj judgement. In 
2006, the Supreme Court gave a judgement in the case of M. Nagaraj, laying down the conditions of backwardness, adequate representation and 
efficiency.   It is to be noted that the 77th, 81st, 82nd and 85th constituitional amendmentls never mentioned such conditions.   Unfortunately, the 
U.P. Government preferred to file a suit in the Supreme Court and the Supreme Court, as it was expected, endorsed the Lucknow High Court verdict 
on 27.4.2012. The 117th Constitutional amendment which provides reservation in promotion, was passed in Rajya Sabha in last winter session in 
Parliament and it is yet to be passed by Lok Sabha. All these demands can be met provided our struggle gains the strength.
          

  A Bill to make the Reservation Act is pending in the Parliament since 2004 and till date, it has not been passed. Due to privatization and 
globalization, social scenario has changed and those who have wealth and black money, control the media and political power. The ideological battle 
is coming to an end. In such a situation, if SC/ST and OBC people are aloof from economic empowerment, they will be relegated to further 
backwardness and slavery.  For participation in economic empowerment, a strong movement like a political movement has to be launched like  
training, cadre camp, technological know-how, loans and subsidies  facilities, net-working, demand and supply.
           

  Despite the above problems, the exploitation of scavengers is quite acute and it is more due to contract system.   There is no reservation in 
higher judiciary and Army. Geting caste certificate is a big problem and caste certificate of one State is not valid in another State thus depriving job 
opportunities. Currently we are facing the biggest challenge of Dalit unity and for this, we need to adhere to the ideology of Dr. Ambedkar and other 
social reformers. Those who are Ambedkarites, are duty bound to mobilize the less Ambedkerite castes like  Balmiki, Khatick, Madiga, Passi, Dhanuk, 
Dhobi and Koli etc. This will not only increase our number but also strengthen us.
